A fraction of an acre shall be treated as one (1) acre, entitling the landowner to
one vote with respect thereto. Please note that a particular parcel of real property is entitled to
only one vote for each eligible acre of land or fraction thereof; therefore, two or more people
who own real property in common, that is one acre or less, are together entitled to only one
vote for that real property.
